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up to 100 people per visit meet in the barn 
converted to a music hall, complete with a 
lighted stage. The walls are covered with 
music memorabilia, pictures from bygone 
eras, and signed photos of celebrities. 

    Kathy says, “Whatever troubles you are 
facing, get left at the door when you enter. 
Here your spirits and hearts will lift, along 
with your toes tapping in time with the mu-
sic.” “Lasting friendships are made during 
the music workshops and jam sessions.” 

    “All are welcome here,” says Kathy. “Be 
prepared to become a repeat visitor once you 
pass through these doors!”  

The music hall is open on most Sundays 
from 1 p m till everyone is tuckered out! 
Look for the bright yellow wagon wheels on 
the east side of  Pompey Center Road just 
north of Route 20. 
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  Not since the Ozark Inn in Delphi Falls 
burned down, have Pompey residents had a 
central place to gather and share their love of 
old time music. It matters not at all if you can 
carry a tune or play an instrument, the mis-
sion behind The Rolling Hills of Bluegrass 
Americana remains—”keep the music alive 
for future generations to enjoy.” 

   Kathy Kellish and her husband Rick, have 
nurtured their dream for the past four years., 
considering it a privilege to have hosted nu-
merous talented and renowned musicians 
including: “Boots and Shorts” - “The New 
Country Troubadours” - Harvey Nusbaum 
and “The Salt Potatoes” - John Cadley and 
the “Lost Boys” - and most recently  Valerie 
Smith and “Liberty Pike.”  

It all started with small gatherings of ten 
folks or so in her log cabin across from the 
home farm on Pompey Center Road. Now,
