
 

TOWN OF POMPEY TOWN BOARD MINUTES  

  

The Town Board of the Town of Pompey held its Special Year-End Meeting on 

Wednesday, December 28, 2022 at 6:30 p.m.  The meeting was held in-person and was 

also livestreamed via Zoom platform.  In attendance were:  Supervisor Renee Rotondo, 

Councilors David Angello, Bill Lipe (virtually); Accountant Tom Chartrand; Town 

Attorney Tim Frateschi; Town Clerk Nikki Reid; and Zoom Host Veronica Hotaling. 

  

Supervisor Rotondo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of 

Allegiance.  

 

The intention of the Special Meeting was to hold two public hearings for the 

consideration of the adoption of two local laws; to amend the Town Code to increase 

the Income Ceiling on Senior Citizens and Persons with Disabilities Tax Exemptions, as 

well as the payment of bills.   

 

Councilor Christmas is very under the weather and is unable to participate via Zoom, 

and Councilor Loomis had an unexpected family emergency.  In order to have a 

quorum, three board members need to be present in the meeting room, which means 

the Town Board will not be able to vote on anything this evening.   

 

Supervisor Rotondo opened the public hearing for Local Law 2022-6 to amend the code 

to increase the income ceiling on senior citizens tax exemptions.  Supervisor Rotondo 

explained that the income ceiling could increase from $38,000.00 up to $58,000.00.   

 

There was no public comment. The public hearing will continue on January 4, 2023 at 

6:35 p.m. 

 

Supervisor Rotondo opened the public hearing for Local Law 2022-7 to amend the code 

to increase the income levels with persons of disabilities tax exemptions.   Town 

Attorney Tim Frateschi explained that the limits are identical to the senior citizen tax 

exemptions.  

 

There was no public comment. The public hearing will continue on January 4, 2023 at 

6:40 p.m. 

 

No bills are able to be paid at tonight’s meeting. 

 

Supervisor Rotondo wished everyone a safe and healthy New Year.   

 

Councilor Angello moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:44 p.m.
